Mr. Mike Hooper, President and CEO of Nanaimo Airport gave a presentation on plans for airport expansion.


The following items arose from the presentation and discussion.  Mr. Hooper asked that the club contact Mr. Reg Brady, Manager of Airport Operations and Maintenance, to discuss and ensure that the Club is not contravening any airport rules.
a. parking cars outside the fence;
b. painting the NFC property line on the refueling ramp; and
c. parking of an aircraft trailer on NFC property.

Mr. Hooper also stated that lease rates for properties and businesses at the airport will be going up, but the exact amount has not been decided.

6. New Business
a. New Upstairs Tenant
Jenny Janecek of BC Mountain Helicopters was introduced.  She explained that she plans to operate a charter service with one or two helicopters, starting in a few months.

d.  Taxes – Joyce Clarke

Joyce reported that the Canada Revenue Agency (CRA) considers the NFC to be a corporation and expects the Club to file a corporate tax return for the past five years.  Joyce replied that the NFC has never been incorporated and asked the CRA to provide whatever documentation they have which shows the Club to be a corporation.  The Club is owed a $692 GST refund, which may be held up until the issue with CRA is resolved.
e. Battery Backup.

Derek Carter noted by email to the Executive that in the event of a power failure the fobs will not work and we will not have access to the Clubhouse.  A backup battery system would cost about $250.  Considering that in the event of a power failure nothing in the clubhouse (fuel pumps, lights, and toilet) would work, Members decided that a battery backup system was not necessary.

f. Fobs

Members were reminded that as of 1 Mar only fobs can be used to access the Clubhouse; keys will no longer work.
