1.     Minutes of Last Meetings

2.    Executive Meeting Report   
a. Peter Lythall is a fully-paid Member in good standing.  Administrative and accounting errors indicated otherwise but have now been corrected.

c.   in October Barbara Riddy will do a “call-out” to Members to remind them of the elections on 21 November.
d. in response to several requests the fuel terminal “time-out” will be changed from 20 minutes to 30 minutes.

e. the committee reviewing the Club Bylaws will report at the 17 October meeting.

f. the front page of Av-Gass still has some incorrect position names.  Manuel will be requested to change.

g. Kevin Palmer previously agreed to provide quotes for a projector for the meeting room.  Nothing has been received yet.

h. no correspondence has been received from the NFC Hangar Association regarding the boundary between the NFC and the Hangar Association.
i. Jeremy Howard’s resignation as parking manager also included his resignation as a Director of the NFC.  

j. Several years ago the NFC owned a flight simulator.  Members recall it being donated to 257 Air Cadet Squadron but no documentation to this effect can be found, Barbara Riddy will continue to investigate.

k. the Executive decided to cancel the membership of Tom Dryborough and Tom Sanders due to non-payment of dues.

l. on 15 Aug Chem-Tec vacated the hangar with no notice.  Their Sep rent check bounced. The Executive decided that it was not worth pursuing Chem-Tec for the rent but that the Better Business Bureau would be advised of Chem-Tec’s action.

m. NFC initiation fee is currently $198, which is higher than most flying clubs.  The Executive considered lowering the fee, but given that the Club is still attracting new Members and there will likely be increased costs to the Club due to higher lease rates, it was decided to leave the fee at $198.
n. The lock-box on the Clubhouse door contains a door key fob.  It was intended that when a visitor used the fob to open the door he would also use it to activate the fuel pump.  Clearly there is a high risk of someone inadvertently leaving with the fob.  The Executive decided to change the pump so that a fob is not needed to activate it, and to put a chain on the fob so that it is still attached to the lock-box when it is used to open the door.
