t was a beautiful summerôs day.  

It should have been busy traffic -

wise, but was as dead as a door-

nail. I came in at 1300 on an after-

noon shift, was briefed, and then I 

relieved the morning person. My 

afternoon partner came in at 1330 

and we sat and commented on how 

eerily quiet it was. I heard an air-

craft start up. I looked out & saw a 

C172 running that had previously 

parked just below our little tower.  

As is our normal routine, I got ready 

to talk to the aircraft and get a 

discrete transponder code after 

verifying certain mandatory infor-

mation.  

Now Iôm going to give a brief de-

scription of what is entailed when 

giving out VFR codes that existed at 

that time, if you donôt like this stuff, 

skip down a couple of paragraphs.   

We make sure that our dual RA-

DAR/EXCDS display system is on 

our Radar mode.  We select an 

abbreviated Flight Plan drop -down 

menu which prompts us to fill in 

certain information. There are 4 

boxes that must be filled in: aircraft 

ident, type, point of departure, and 

destination.  Two other boxes are 

automatically filled in: the 4 digit 

transponder code & the CJS. The 

CJS is the ôcontroller jurisdiction 

symbolô which tells the radar who 

has ócontrolô of this target. (Our CJS 

is FN which stands for FSS -

Nanaimo. Boundary Bay is TB  

meaning Tower -Boundary Bay etc)  

The boxes must be filled in exactly 

correct, or the computer wonôt ac-

cept them.  Not only that, at that 

time, the software wasnôt as slick as 

it was now, and we had to enter the 

exact  destination in a four digit 

ICAO code or, if it wasnôt an airport 

with an ICAO code, we had to put 

XXXX in the destination box, and 

drop another menu down and enter 

the destination in plain English in 

one of nineteen other boxes.  If an 

aircraft wasnôt actually landing any-

where at an airport but travelling 

through the airspace to another 

destination, we had to change the 

CJS to óR88ô  

This was all necessary so that when 

the radar ósawô a target appear on 

any of the linked radars (or mosaic 

radars as they are called), it would 

electronically scan the flight plan list 

and look for that exact 4 digit code 

and say to itself óSELF: this code 

should be a C172 leaving from 

Nanaimo and going to Langleyô.  It 

then checks to see that it is the only 

target squawking this code, and 

looks to see if the speed is con-

sistent with the aircraft type as 

entered.  Once itôs happy with eve-

rything it attaches a tag which gives 

any information about this target to 

other people who have radars so 

that they can plan to pass traffic 

blah blah blah.  Back to the storyéé 

ACFT: The mainland            

FSS: Where about on the 

 mainland are you going?          

ACFT: To Langley                 

FSS: Roger, for Langley 

squawk4612. Preferred runway 16, 

wind  calm, altimeter 3029.      

ACFT: Weôre not landing in 

 Langley.                                     

FSS: Where are you landing?

ACFT: Weôre overflying Langley 

enroute to land at Chilliwack.     

FSS: For landing at Chilliwack 

via Langley squawk 4612.        

ACFT: Roger 4612, we are now 

taxiing for run -up and departure on 

runway 16                                 

FSS: Roger runway 16.  

So there you have it!  It took that 

pilot 11 transmissions over several 

minutes to get that little bit of infor-

mation across.  What should have 

happened was this:  

ACFT: Nanaimo Radio, C172 

GABC on the apron request airport 

advisory for a flight to YCW via YNJ.  

Thatôs all!  If it was busier, the pilot 

may have identified himself with his 

ident and type and wait for us to get 

back to him.   

Can you imagine what it could have 

been like if there were several other 

aircraft arriving/departing our con-

trol zone with this fellow taking up 

so much air time?  

People often ask us what is the 

hardest thing about our job.  The 

answer is always the sameéé... 

People either donôt tell us enough 

information so that we can get them 

safely on their way, particularly in a 

radar environment; OR... they give 

us their life story, omitting what we 

really needed to know.  This causes 

frequency congestion which be-

comes stressful for us and pilots as 

everyone tries to get in communica-

tion with each other.   

All we really need is who you are, 

where you are (at what altitude if  

airborne), and what you want. It 

gets even easier if you have heard 

someone else talking to us getting 

an advisory, because then you can 

say all of the above and add some-

thing like óIôll call final for runway 34 

behind the C172.ô

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Although this was an extreme case 

of bad radio communications, the 

pilot had us all laughing so hard we 

almost wet our pants!  

So I guess the moral of this story is 

never assume we know what you 

want to do.  Even though an aircraft 

may have only landed minutes ago, 

our crew may have switched posi-

tions (from the Tofino side) or an-

other person has sat in who only 

just arrived from work.  

I might also mention here that 

many pilots get up and look outside, 

have a peek at the and decide to go 

flying.  They may tell their spouse 

where they're going, call up a friend 

to see if they want to fly some-

where.  Getting to the club, they'll 

chat to someone else there whilst 

checking the weather on -line and 

trade stories for a awhile, then get 

some gas, talk to someone else 

about flying and where they're 

going, then get into their aircraft, 

start. do their pre -takoff checks and 

call Nanaimo FSS.   

And what do they say?  

ñNanaimo radio, it's C172 GABC, 

we'd like to taxi to depart.ò Half the 

people in Nanaimo know where 

you're goingé.  except us! 

So please folks, assume that we 

know nothing (not really too much 

of a stretch).  Give us the infor-

mation we need, listen out for other 

people already getting advisories,  

jump right in there and tell us you 

already know what's going on. Ý  

This is probably pretty darn close to 

the exact words that were said 

because it was so bizarre.  

ACFT: Nanaimo itôs the Cessna 

FSS: Aircraft calling Nanaimo 

radio say your call sign & position 

ACFT: Itôs the Cessna on the 

 apron                                         

FSS: Does the Cessna on the 

 apron have an ident?                

ACFT: My ident is ABC         

FSS:  Is that a GABC or FABC?                                      

ACFT: Itôs a GABC                

FSS: Cessna GABC Nanaimo 

radio what is your request?      

ACFT: We want to taxi         

FSS:   Where are you taxiing 

 to?                                           

ACFT: To depart                  

FSS: Roger, where are you 

 going?                                      

ACFT: Eastbound                 

FSS: Eastbound for what     

 destination?
