Firstly, Iôm flattered that the NFC 

newsletter is getting a lot more 

circulation than just within NFC 

ranks; if 30 non -NFC people felt 

compelled to email something, then 

Iôm guessing our monthly circulation 

of AvGas is double or triple from 

what Iôd expected.  

Secondly, Iôm delighted these read-

ers give superb  feedback,  opinions 

on what weôre doing (AvGas, the 

NFC and CYCD) right or wrong. All 

letters, especially any offering objec-

tive thoughts and constructive ideas 

are always appreciated. Do me a 

favour, give me both reader count 

and a grading, simply click ñhere ò.  

As for YCD?  Surprising as it may 

be... I supported Hooper at first. He 

wanted an ILS.  So did I.   

And right after the ILS went in, 

CYCD started sending bills for land-

ing fees. (those 9 remaining  people 

left in the world that are still Hoop 

fans, feel free to punch out now)  

I knew Hooper was relatively new, 

with zero aviation background, nor 

any previous experience. But this...  

this was a monumental error.  

A few days afterwards, I met with 

Hooper for the first time, in order to 

find out just what this nonsense was 

all about.

Itôs a myopic 

decision, harmful to YCD  long -term.  

Closing the YCD infield for landing  

claiming safety issues? Other airport 

managers would consider removal 

of any available landing options, to 

make things patently ñun-safeò.
