Pilots (not to be confused with
pielets) (small tarts ) or poolets
(fashion outlets dedicated to
selling human faeces alongside
brand -name products)) often
may be sighted in and around
airports , gay bars and foreign
brothels.

Potential pilot candidates may
save themselves a great deal
of time, effort, and money by
skipping right through to that
which is important in a pilots
career.

We had already landed & kept
several salmon, including a
couple of Springs, a couple of
Coho and one Pink.

Rick, our guide, lit up all 230hp
& we headed offshore to catch
some Halibut. As we headed off
we were greeted by several
Humpback whales, their young
feeding and blowing all around
us.

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We arrived at the Halibut hole,
dropped the anchor in about
28506 then
lines. The rig used was a jig
set, with about a 1.5Ib ball set

with 2 treble hooks, baited with

salmon belly & a chuck of hake.
The guide got all of our rigs set
up, then dropped 4 lines.

Rick said we would now wait for
about 30min before dogfish hit
the lines. When we got rid of
them the Halibut would move
in.

The anchor line had a mesh
chum bag attached, in it a few
oily hake & bottom fish to add

to the sea bottom allure. Ricks
prediction was correct almost to

the minute. About 30min later,

several dogdfish (Pacific shark)
were hooked. It was catch and

release. After re -baiting, and

dropping rigs to the bottom,
the Halibut started up, in the
following 30minutes, we caught
a four, one each, 35lb, 25Ib,
30lb and 20Ib Halibut.

We limited out in less than 1hr.
Not bad fishing. And it fulfilled
my commitment to my wife,
that | was to return with some
Halibut.

We moved a little farther off-
shore to a salmon hole, while
another charter boat from Tyee
took our place on the Halibut
hole. They also limited out in
about 45 mins.
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We fished the salmon hole for
another few hours, picked up
umpre Sgrirgs, Fbackeyeh Caho
and Pink Salmon. By 12:30 we
limited out, had a great packed

lunch, got in some fabulous
whale watching, & now headed
back to the lodge. An afternoon

to lounge around, awaiting
another fabulous dinner by
Chris.

We arrived back by 13:30 and
had our catch processed by our
guide, who then had the catch
vacuum packed into large
slabs. We had done well, with 4
Halibut & 13 Salmon. Not a bad
days catch.

We decided that in
fact we would fish the next
morning before our return, and
add to our halibut stock and
winter freezer fish cache.

Dinner was as fabulous as the
night before.

We got 1 dogdfish, then
bang, bang we landed 4 more
halibut a 15lb 18lb 20lb 30lb
fish on board by 07:30.

We motored back to Meares
Island, surrounded again by
whales and some white sided
dolphins.

We fished the salmon edge at
Meares, picked up 2 Springs, 1
at 8lb, the other at 16lb, to add
to our fish total for the trip.

Back to the lodge. We headed
to the room to clean up before
going home, while the guide
processed the fish. We were
ready to go home by 10:30.
