After the weekend festivities, we
planned to take float planes up
north, the Tree River located on
Coronation Gulf, in Nunavut, &
that... was our destination.

Artic Char are found north of the
arctic circle, all over the world.
Arctic Char are closely related to
salmon, they’re anadromous but
unlike salmon, after spawning
they don’t die, a hooklike mouth
recedes once again, they return
to the sea for another seven
year cycle. Char grow to about
12-14lbs worldwide. But at the |
Tree River, due to food supply,
genetics, whatever, Char exceed
30 Ibs. Over the years, I've
walked the banks of the Tree
countless times, regularly pulling
25-30 pounders out of those
incredible waters. Char grow at
a rate of .5lbs/yr, so the fish
from that river are older than I.

(ok, now there be a deviation
from the story, bear with me)

I made 3 trips to the Tree River
last year. The first of those was
in late June, ice still covering all
the lakes, the ocean also iced
up... all except the rivers & river
outlets where the ocean was ice
free for a half circle radius of
about 1.5 miles or so.

We landed in the river right at
an Inuit camp we often stay at.
We've always been welcome to
stay at this wusually vacant
camp, with an unwritten rule; if
any Inuit arrive during our stay,
we vamoose to make room for
the locals. What a deal, & it sure
beats tenting in bear country. I
adore & crave being outdoors,
especially in such a remote part
of the world, but up there every
living thing is hungry, & should
one chance upon a bear well..
I'm no Crocodile Dundee of the
North. I'd just as soon not do
the tent thing up there.

We each took dibs on cabins of
choice, by throwing respective
gear inside. None of us wanted
to wait any longer, so we rigged
up to go fishing. A step-taxi with
both airplanes ~2 mi upstream,
to a favourite & very productive
section of the river.

The 6
of us fanned out to work a piece
of the river. I hiked the furthest
downstream, ~100 yards, yet to
get in a cast, when out of the
corner of my eye, I spot some-
one making his way towards us.

A slender, heavily pack-sacked
Indiana Jones type, appearing

~50yrs old, approaches with a
limp and a large smile. WTF?

I would have bet the house we
were the only people within a
100 mile radius. Fish Cop? No.
Packsack was waaaaay too big,
and it looked really heavy too.

“Peter Vacco is my name, and to
whom might I have the pleasure
of addressing?”

I was still stunned. Prospector?
Dudley DoRight? A Geologist?
No.. It just didn’t make sense.
Nobody else, absolutely no one
should be up here... except us.

“I'm hiking” he offers. Ya right, I
think. I look around, seeing my
fishing companions, each one
frozen, their jaws agape, eyes
questioning, watching intently.

Peter Vacco is very verbose. In
15 minutes I got the full meal
deal. Right then, I thought him
to be a complete WingNut. But
he radiated energy, had some
very interesting commentary,
and was extremely articulate in
description. I liked him a lot. If
he was an axe murderer hiding
out, or whatever... so be it.

I invited him to spend the night
with us at our camp.

Peter engrossed everyone with
tales, & they were oh so TALL. I
didn't believe a word of it, yet,
when he mentioned any place
I'd also been to, I could not find
any chinks in his story. Every-
one else tried to find a flaw as
well. Nada. He was smooth. I
attributed that to perhaps a
photographic memory. Thinking
Peter was very well read, and
retained every detail.

He was walking from the most
westerly point of Alaska across
the tundra to Greenland when
we crossed paths at the Tree
River in Nunavut. He injured his
foot, that was clear from the get
-go when I first caught a
glimpse of him limping toward
us. He asked me to fly him out,
he wanted to go to Kugluktuk.
(Coppermine) He said his foot
wasn’'t healing, not making the
miles he’d planned for. That and
the fact that it was a late spring.
He felt his next food cache may
not be where he expected, the
lake ice was still rotten, no good
for skis and too early for float
planes to get in.

So I did. We flew to Coppermine
the next morning. No biggie at
all. I needed to fill up some jerry
cans with go juice & get some
fishing licences for our gang.

When I got back to Yellowknife I
googled ‘Peter Vacco’. There be
tons of information out there.

He’s hiked the Rockies from
Mexico up to Alaska, the Brooks
Range, and more in over 20 yrs
of walking. Check out a very
interesting dude. Not only that,
everything he told us is spot on
accurate. Peter is the real deal.

The Tree River is one of those
magical places in the world. I
feel a reverence when walking
the banks of this particular
northern anomaly. It's different
from the other rivers in that part
of the world, deeply cut from
mud banks surrounded by rocky
shield. This unique microclimate
allows willow trees hundreds of
miles north of the tree line.
Cranberries grow wild on top of
moss covered tundra. Ptarmigan
& sik-siks make this river valley
a permanent home. Caribou,
white wolves, bears, & muskox
visit occasionally. It's a privilege
to visit the Tree River as well. Q
