Al reminded Members that his figures are based in dipping the tanks and may be slightly at variance with the Treasurer’s sales figures which are obtained from the fuel terminal.  The Treasurer’s figures are “official” but Al’s figures are sufficient for determining fuel inventory, reporting sales, and the need to order fuel.
Fuel prices have changed little for the past few fuel dumps.  Members agreed to keep the Club fuel prices as-is ($1.39 for members and $1.58 for non-Members) until at least the Fall.
