7. New Business   
a.   NFC Fuel

A letter was received from Mr. Robert Moss of DTZ Barnicke (as an agent for the NAC) notifying the Club that we are in default of our lease because we sell fuel to non-members and in competition with the commercial fuel seller.  The President has replied to this letter by email and a copy is available on Yahoo Groups.  The reply says in essence that we are not in default because our actions regarding fuel are in accordance with paragraph 4.06 of the lease.


Mr. Moss’s letter also states that airport management will arrange an inspection of the Club’s fuel facility to ensure safety and environmental standards are met.  The President’s reply indicated that a recent Transport Canada inspection revealed no concerns.
b. Airport Land Use
The Regional District of Nanaimo engaged a company (City Scapes) to survey stakeholders regarding possible uses of airport lands. A number of Members attended one information session and reported that a number of people had environmental concerns with industrial or light industrial use of airport lands.   It was acknowledged that the Aeronautical Act has primacy.
c. Letter from NAC
A letter was received from Mr. Gerry Pink, Chair of the Nanaimo Airport Commission, demanding a retraction and apology for statements in the September issue of AvGas which Mr. Pink says defame the airport.
The President explained that she intends to reply that an apology and retraction will not be forthcoming because: AvGas is an unofficial document and takes no direction from the Club (as stated in the disclaimer on the last page of each issue), YCD is not singled out, and the use of “I” in the article shows that it is one person’s opinion.   The reply will be posted on Yahoo Groups.

Motions with respect to the proposed NFC Parking Agreement

(From Manuel Erickson by email and presented at the 20 Nov 2011 NFC Annual General Meeting)
Motion 1  "Moved that only those who park outside be allowed to vote on the parking agreement because those who park in hangars are not affected,"

Motion 2  “Moved that Paragraphs 4 and 9 be deleted from the proposed parking agreement and replaced by two new paragraphs below, and that paragraphs 11 and 12 be added:

4.  Only a certain number of outside parking spots are available to accommodate aircraft. When all these spots are filled, those in need of outside parking will have to find other accommodation for their aircraft. Temporary accommodation may be found through the Nanaimo Airport Commission (NAC). There will also be times such as during air shows when owners of aircraft parked outside will be asked to move their aircraft to the NAC's temporary parking area between the Flight Service Station and Venture Aviation (covered in detail in Par. 9). Expressed permission must be granted by owners if they wish the Nanaimo Flying Club to move their aircraft for them. If, for any reason, expressed permission is not granted, aircraft will not, under any circumstances, be moved by the NFC or its Directors or its agents, and the owners of such aircraft will continue to assume all responsibilities, including possible damage to their aircraft. The Nanaimo Flying Club will inform those agreeing to move their own aircraft of the day and time for the moving.

9. Subject to Paragraph 4 of this Agreement, and to create room for visiting aircraft, owners of aircraft parked outside are requested to remove them to a temporary designated aircraft parking area prior to large events such an air show. These owners will be informed by the Nanaimo Flying Club of the day, date and time when their aircraft should be moved. No aircraft will be moved by the NFC, the parking director or the NFC's agents without the expressed permission of their respective owners. Owners who want the NFC to move their aircraft for them will continue to assume all responsibilities, including possible damage to their aircraft. After the event, aircraft owners are responsible for moving their aircraft back to their normal parking spots.

11. In case of an emergency, the Nanaimo Flying Club will move any aircraft that is in the way of emergency vehicles, personnel, hoses (e.g., fire trucks, ambulances), etc. In such a case, no notification of the move will be given and no permission will be required or requested. For the NFC to move an aircraft without permission, a clear and prior emergency will need to exist.

12. In the case of inclement weather and if an pilot-owner is absent, nothing in this Agreement precludes a member of the Nanaimo Flying Club or its agents or any person who is familiar with aircraft from rendering assistance to the safe tie-down and chocking of a member's aircraft.
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
