

Minutes
Nanaimo Flying Club General Meeting

      21 April 2013

The meeting was called to order at 0945 by Don Crocker.   61 Members and 3 guests were present.  The President reminded Members of By-law Article 7.8, which limits Members to two speaking periods of three minutes each.

2.    Executive Meeting Report  
On 6 April the full Executive met to review two quotes for insurance coverage for the Club.  The quotes were for property insurance and Directors’ liability insurance.  Club liability insurance is the subject of a separate policy which is not due for renewal until later this year.  After consideration of the two proposals, the Executive decided to accept the proposal from Western Insurance at a cost of $2,807 for property insurance, and $866 for $2,000,000 of Directors’ insurance for a total of $3673.  George Irbe requested that his vote in opposition be recorded.
Airport management has produced a multi-page “Event Request Form”, to be completed if an event requires support from the Airport.  It is the Executive’s opinion that this does not apply to our monthly fly-in breakfasts, since no support is required from the Airport for these events.

The Airport has advised that if we run out of parking spots for visiting aircraft, we can use: the area where the Air Cadet gliders are tied down; the North end of the field; or the area where visitor parking used to be.

The Airport is going to produce an on-line newsletter and have offered the Club space for a column.  This is an excellent opportunity for the Club to make itself known to the wider community.  A VOLUNTEER is needed urgently to write/coordinate this column.  Contact Don at dgcrocker@shaw.ca
The Club’s fire extinguishers have been checked.  All are satisfactory except for the two at the fuel shed – they are not for the correct class of fires.  The Executive will obtain the correct extinguishers.

A suggestion was made that we have a First Aid kit available in the Clubhouse.  Murray Welte will arrange for such a kit to be installed in a prominent place in the Clubhouse.

Secretarial Note:  Murray has placed a First Aid kit above the refrigerator.
Murray will also check to ensure that the Club has fuel spill kits in the appropriate locations.

Secretarial Note:  Murray has confirmed that we have the correct spill kits in appropriate locations.
As members left the Executive over the past few years their cheque-signing authorizations were not cancelled.  The Executive will correct this to ensure that only specified current members of the Executive have cheque-signing authority.

The Executive approved the purchase of a current version of an accounting program with two software licences for the Treasurer at an estimated cost of $160.  The second licence will allow the back-up of our financial information, something we do not have now.

Two Club members expressed regret that they could not attend today’s meeting and wondered if meetings could be held at a time other than Sunday morning.  The Executive noted that this issue was discussed at length about 5 years ago, and it was concluded that Sunday mornings were the best time for the largest number of Members.  This information was passed to the two Members.  If they or any Member wants to re-visit this they should contact the President or Secretary to put it on the agenda.

 Approximately 29,000 litres are in the fuel tanks.  The wholesale price continues to increase,   so there may be a sharp jump in price after our next fuel dump, probably later in the Spring.
5.        Announcements and Coming Events

On 22 April the Airport Maintenance Dept is having a contractor give them an opinion on the need for repairs, crack filling, etc.  At the same time the Club will have the Contractor give us an opinion and a cost estimate for crack filling and repairs to the ramp and the taxiway on the North side of the hangar.  The Club might get a better deal if any repairs are done at the same time as the Contractor is on the field doing repairs for the Airport.

f.  Lease Negotiations.  
A negotiating committee consisting of Don Crocker, Ken Griffith, Barbara Riddy, Andrea Trepanier and Darrle Schlitz is reviewing the proposed lease received from DTZ Barnicke.
On new item in the proposed lease presented by DTZ Barnicke is the requirement for the Club to carry $3 million in environmental insurance.  Don will contact other airport tenants to determine if they have such a clause, and will also contact insurance agencies to determine what such coverage might cost.
